Paul’s Refections 
     Whoosh, where did the Summer go? Of course, part of my 
perception that this has been a short summer is that it has 
been, in fact, short. The kids have been in school for a couple of 
weeks and Labor Day hasn’t come yet! We’ve just gotten back 
from California and checking in with Lynne’s mom; getting a feel 
for her health challenges. We are in the process of buying a 
house! So it is no surprise that my sense of routine has been 
disrupted. In addition, the activity level of the church is rising, as 
committees reconvene after the summer months.

     In all of this activity, it is sometimes easy to ask, “Where is 
God?” We all know the Sunday School answer- God is every-
where.  Actually the question I think we are asking is “Why don’t 
I feel God’s presence in the midst of all this activity?” Part of the 
problem stems from what Charles Hummel dubbed the “Tyranny 
of the Urgent.” He points out that when our lives are driven by 
the things that have to be done, we often have less time for 
those things that are important to do. For instance, when I am 
juggling the kids’ schedules, wondering just how I am going to 
be at three places at once, it is easy to miss the point of why I 
am dong this - that to build a family, one must have shared ex-
periences. 
     Of all the things which are most easily crowded out, one of 
the first is usually our daily time with God. Devotionals, prayer, 
and Bible study - all are important, yet all suffer from not being 
urgent. We don’t intentionally make the choice to blow off God, 
we just allow Him to be crowded off during our daily routine.  
Fortunately for us, the answer is simple. “Practice the presence 
of God,” Brother Lawrence said way back in 1666. As a monk he 
had difficulty at the appointed prayer times with his mind wan-
dering on all that needed to be done. Then he discovered what 
we Presbyterians already know. In the words of the Shorter 
Catechism (found in our Book of Confessions), Q: What is the 
chief end of Man? A:  Man’s chief end is to glorify God, and to 
enjoy Him forever.” Brother Lawrence’s take on this was to ask 
God’s help in all the things he had to do - no matter how small 
or large. He discovered that he was having conversations with 
God, that all the devotionals, Bible studies, etc were mere tools
