
both congregations gathered at St. Johnõs Lutheran Church for a 
service merging the congregations of both First and Grace 
Presbyterian Churches. Representatives from the Presbytery were 

on hand to formally install elders and deacons. Revs Bryan Franzen 

and Lowell Knauss (the pastors of First and of 

Grace Presbyterian, respectively) 
jointly presided at the communion 
table. Since then, New Horizon has 
cleared the hurdle that most 

attempts at church mergers 
flounder upon. Just as immigrants 

to our country set aside their previous national 
identities to become American; those from Grace and First chose to 

reinvent themselves as New Horizon. Oh, the previous identities did 
not become any less important; not at all. Our previous experiences 
inform and shape our reaction to present challenges and 

opportunities. This is no slight accomplishment! I canõt begin to 

count the nearly empty churches that failed to make this leap of 
faith; preferring a past that was known over a future that is squarely 
in our Lordõs hands. 

The next challenge was to build a church campus, one large 
enough to allow for further growth and use. Every time we gather 

for worship, a mid-week meeting or a 
fellowship opportunity we are 
reminded that God is faithful. Sure, 
there is a mortgage payment due 
every month and there again you have 

been generous! Along with paying for 

the building, is the challenge to fill the building. Our weekly 

attendance hovers around two hundred. That is a magic number, as 
roughly 75% of Presbyterian churches have less than 200 in 
worship. However, those churches that are growing have over 200 
in worship. We hold a new membership class on a quarterly basis, 
and at each class there are those who choose to join us. 

A church is more than its building or programs, it is the 
experience its people have in ministry with one another toward the 
needs in their community. This past year we have hosted 

community-wide Ash Wednesday and Thanksgiving Communion 
services. While these services were well attended, they also

Reflection on our Church History 
     The other day my family finally broke down 

and bought Rudolf the Red Nosed Reindeer on 
DVD. Our old VHS version had been showing 

its age. Much to my surprise, we had picked up 

an extended version, one that included all the 
footage that had been cut to make room for 
commercials over the years. There were 
sequences I hadnõt remembered seeing 

before! Perhaps this was the reason I paid closer attention. I 
suddenly noticed all sorts of things I hadnõt before. Herbie the elf is 

the only one with hair, and long hair at that! All the other male 
elves are bald. Herbie is the only one with round ears. And it had 
never occurred to me before that Yukon Corneliusõ nickname 

òBumblesó for the snow monster was because he could not 
pronounce òAbominable.ó What else had I missed over the years? 

Then it hit me. òRudolfó was the first Christmas special, airing 
on December 6, 1964. The Civil Rights Act had recently been 

signed into Law. The fight against racism had gone mainstream, to 
the point that we could now scold Santa for being prejudiced 

against Rudolf for his òcoloredó nose. The politically-minded 
reviewers could describe the general plot as the struggle on the 
part of the conformist majority seeking to squelch the individual 

and to force them to conform to preordained social roles. Of 
course the oppressed non-conformist minority (òletõs be 
independent together!ó) eventually triumphs. I could conceivably 

blame the social upheaval of the 60s on Rudolf the Red Nosed 
Reindeer! After all, the kids who grew up watching this every 

Christmas grew up to go to college, protest the Vietnam War and 
join the Counterculture. Could it be that the Island of Misfit Toys 
wound up in San Francisco?  

I shared this hypothesis (with tongue firmly in cheek) with 
others. The reaction was universally the same. After a brief chuckle, 

they would look at me and say, òYou know, you just might have 
something there...ó Of course we were all joking with one another. 
But if there is one thing that we have learned since Rudolf pre-
empted whatever was on TV that first night, that it is from small 
beginnings come potentially community-wide changes.
